ANNUAL AYP PARENT NOTIFICATION FOR 2011-12 SCHOOL YEAR

Dear Parent:

John Early Museum Magnet Middle School has been identified by the Tennessee Department of Education as a “High Priority” School in Corrective Action. Our school’s current status means that students did not meet the state and federal goals in Reading: All, Black, Economically Disadvantaged and Students with Disabilities; and Mathematics: Black, Economically Disadvantaged and Students with Disabilities. The results of the spring test scores on the TDOE Statewide Report Card indicate that 17elementary schools, 9 middle schools, and 4 of the district’s high schools met state and federal goals. Thirty percent of the state’s elementary and middle school students scored proficient or advanced in math and 44.5 percent scored proficient or advanced in reading. At the high school level, 56.7 percent of the state’s students scored proficient or advanced in mathematics (Algebra I) and 39.4 percent scored proficient or advance in reading (English II). The state’s graduation rate is 86.1 percent. 
You are receiving this letter because John Early Museum Magnet Middle School is a “High Priority” Title I School, and we are required to notify parents of the school’s status.  Public School Choice was offered to students enrolled in John Early Museum Magnet Middle School in March 2011.  Newly enrolled students will now be offered Public School Choice.  You may participate in SES tutoring if your child receives or is eligible to receive free and reduced priced meals and is attending a “High Priority” Title I school in School Improvement II, Corrective Action, Restructuring I, or Restructuring II.
All of our schools are working hard to improve student achievement.  The district is addressing adequate yearly progress (AYP) by focusing on different reform strategies for our high priority schools and developing exemplary teachers and leaders in all of our schools. The district is implementing several programs that are focused on the academic areas identified for improvement.  The district is taking initiative to address student achievement and provide direct support to schools that have not made AYP under the federal No Child Left Behind guidelines by incorporating the following strategies or programs: 

· Creating an Innovation School Cluster and STEM network

· Establishing an Inspiration School Partnership through the Tribal Group

· Providing cluster support and specific intervention strategies

· Working with principals and teachers in The Teacher Leadership Institute and The Principal Institute 

· Providing instructional coaches at all schools

· Utilizing a new teacher evaluation system combined with on-site professional development in schools

· Continuing to work with outside consultants and partner with area universities to provide additional resources 
John Early Museum Magnet Middle School is working hard with the district and state to increase student achievement in math and reading by providing: 

· Intervention

· SES After-School Tutoring
· Literacy and Numeracy Coaches

· Saturday School

· Family Math Night/Literacy Night

· Algebra I, Spanish and Physical Science for High School Credit
